Scholarships: Hannie Gonzalez

A total of 18 applications were received for 2 different scholarships. This year only electronic applications were submitted with online recommendations. There were three judges. More female applications were received than male. We are awarding three for the Heenan Memorial Scholarship and two for the Friends Scholarship. The plaque is done and H. Gonzalez wants to increase her budget. She is also in talks with another family for a new scholarship.

School Funding: Shelley Smith

By laws: # means something cannot be changed. Reduced quorum requirement to 10; committee chairs only staying for 2 years has been taken out. The By Laws were voted on: Terri Min motions, Hanni Gonzalez seconds - By Laws approved without objections or absentions.

Board slate for next year: Shelley Smith motions, Hanni Gonzalez seconded, Board approved without objections or absentions.

FBLA is sending 21 kids to National Leadership Conference and currently gets $1,000 but is requesting $2,100. Quiz Bowl - heading to National Championship and wants $500.  
Aditiya suggested making a new line item for national events representing Robinson.

Shelley Smith - Middle school wants $400 for student of the month program next year. Requested $600 increase to the 2015 Special Projects budget to pay Quiz Bowl $500 and Middle School Student of the Month $100. Agreed to give FBLA $300 extra, pay Quiz Bowl $500 and give student of the month $100. 

Approval for the increase to the 2015 Special Projects budget by $600, to fund the Quiz Bowl and Middle School Student of the Month. Approval for the addition of a new line item to fund the 2015 People's Choice Awards for $500. Micelle Emery motions, Aditya Bhatnager seconds, approved without objections or absentions..

Stacia Camby - 6th grade ambassador program which delivers water bottles to rising 7th graders. We have 500-600 water bottles left.

Micelle Emery - Next year’s budget:  Approval for the decrease of Directory Ads Income to $500 and Directory Sales Income to $3,500 as recommended by Lisa Chandler.  Approval for increase to Grocery Receipts Income to $1,500.  Approval for the decrease of Summer Enrichment Program to $3,500, cancellation of the $750 funding for the Sunshine Fund, decrease of Scholarship to $4,200, increase for National, State & Local Dues to $5,700, and decrease for Market Place Expense to $1,000.  No funding required for Petty Cash Income or Expense.  Approval for the addition of three new line items for Mindfulness at $3,000, Quiz Bowl at $500 and People Choice Awards at $500. Aditya Bhatnager motions, Stacia Camby seconds, approved without objections or absentions.
